Regulations 
for reviewing the manuscript submitted for publication
 in the Journal of Nano and microsystem technique 

1. The procedure of the review (assessment) manuscripts.
1.1 All submitted for publication manuscripts are pre-assessment by:
1.1.1. Editor in chief in Moscow;
1.1.2. Deputy editor in chief in St. Petersburg;
1.1.3. Deputy editor in chief in Troy (USA).
1.2 Editor in chief decides:
1.2.1. on the direction of the article without reviewing the editorial preparation (as a rule, information materials and the review, as well as those recommended by the program committee of Russian and international conferences).
1.2.2. on the direction of the article for consideration by the Editorial Board.
1.2.3. on the direction of the review.
1.2.4. on the external review:
- on the personal decision of the Editor in chief;
- by the decision of the editorial board;
- mandatory - articles that should be published the main results of dissertations for scientific degrees of candidate and doctor of sciences.
2. The content and design of the reviews
2.1. The review shall be made in free form, and should reflect the following: compliance with the thematic focus of the journal, the scientific level, the novelty of the materials, their practical importance, recommendations for revision articles, the feasibility of its publication in the journal.
2.2. The review is sent to the editor in hard copy and electronic version. Depending on the review content and preparation the editor in chief, in accordance with 1.2.4:
- send the article on the editorial process;
- send the review to a member of the editorial board for consideration at a meeting of the editorial board of the article or workgroup.
3. Informing the authors of articles

In the case of a negative decision on the publication of articles the author(s) sent a reasoned opinion.
